The selection process aims to assess all eligibility requirements and critical skills that will enable
your success in the programme.

« Stage1- Complete online application form
« Stage 2 - Shortlisted applicants will be invited to take partin an online assessment

« Stage 3 - Successful applicants will be invited to attend a virtual Assessment Centre with the
Windsor Fellowship consisting of a presentation and interview.

« Stage 4 - Final stage virtual interview with the Visa team

« Stage 5 - Visa to select and inform successful Scholars.
