Scholar Expectations: (including, but not limited to the following):

Are the scholarships renewable?
If you continue to meet the criteria, remain in good standing and meet course requirements 
you will be eligible for annual renewals.

I am undecided on my area of study; can I still apply?
You must demonstrate interest in pursuing an education in a STEM related field (e.g., Computer 
Science, Information Science, Cybersecurity, Sciences, Engineering or Maths) or Business (e.g., 
HR, Finance, Marketing, Sales, International Business, or related majors)

Can I keep my scholarship if I switch course or transfer to another university?
Yes. The scholarship follows the selected scholars. You must continue to pursue a full-time 
undergraduate degree in any of the STEM or Business-related majors outlined above.
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What does the selection process entail?
The selection process aims to assess all eligibility requirements and critical skills that will enable 
your success in the programme.

•     Stage 1 – Complete online application form.
•     Stage 2 - Successful applicants will be invited to attend a virtual Assessment Centre with       
              the Windsor Fellowship consisting of a presentation and interview.
•     Stage 3 – Final stage virtual interview with the Visa team
•     Stage 4 – Visa to select and inform successful Scholars.

I have a disability that means I would require adjustments to the recruitment process. What is 
the process for this?

To ensure a fair and unbiased recruitment process, Visa and Windsor Fellowship will do our 
best to accommodate any reasonable requirements you may have due to your disability. 
Once you have made your application, Windsor Fellowship will contact you about the next 
steps.
